Explanatory note - apart from the two rules’ issues above, there is a need to tidy up omissions and lack of clarity in the current rules, particularly those relating to the definition of the responsibilities of Officers, the business of the Committee and AGM,  player eligibility and the means by which schools are invited to play in the competition. It is proposed that a re-drafted set of Rules, with legal advice, would be discussed in committee, circulated as a draft proposal to clubs for their comments, and then submitted as a resolution at the next AGM.

11. To explain and discuss the relationship between the Cricketer Cup and the Cricketer Trophy. Explanatory note - The Cricketer Trophy has run successfully for four years under the management of Joe Ullman and Frank Russell. They will now be stepping down to allow the Trophy teams to form their own management committee. Eight schools originally competed in the Trophy but in 2014 this increased to fourteen. The Cricketer Cup, by its own rules, is entirely distinct from the Cricketer Trophy, but they share a common objective of strengthening the base and ensuring the health of old boys’ cricket, and any additional or replacement schools for the Cricketer Cup would be drawn from the Trophy.
